Chapter 382 of the 2009 Acts of the Assembly amended § 54.1-3012.1 of the Code of Virginia
specifying the criteriafor collection of workforce data by the Board of Nursing and the limitation
of the release of such data. An amendment to § 54.1-3012.1 requires that the collection of
information on nurses be consistent with provisions of § 54.1-2506.1, which sets out the
authorization of the Department of Health Professions to collect data on individual s licensed,
certified or registered by a health regulatory board.

Currently, information obtained through workforce data collection could not be released in any
form or manner that could identify individual nurses. The amendment to § 54.1-3012 allows
release of information that does identify individuals, for the purpose of determining shortage
designations, to certain qualified personnel, if pertinent to research or astudy. There must be a
written agreement that the identities will not be further divulged.

On May 19, 2009, the Board of Nursing acted to amend its regulations in Regulations Governing
the Practice of Nursing (Chapter 20) to conform requirements for collection of workforce data
collection to changesin 88 54.1-3012.1 and 54.1-2506.1 of the Code of Virginia. The actionis
exempt in the Administrative Process Act under 8§ 2.2-4006 of the Code of Virginiaand will
become effective on July 8, 2009.
