The regulations also appear to qualify for the fast-track rulemaking 

process under § 2.2-4012.1 of the Code of Virginia because they are noncontroversial.     

This memorandum addresses legal matters only and is not intended to serve, nor should it be construed, 

as a comment for or against the merits of the proposed regulations. 
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
