Deletes the requirement that the commissioner must consult with the board prior to
implementing an order of selection. Legislation enacted during the 2003 General Assembly
abolished the Board of Rehabilitative Services effective July 1, 2003 (Chapters 57 and 73 of the
2003 Acts of Assembly) and placed the authority of the board with the State Rehabilitation
Council.

Deletes sentence that states in each priority, preference shall be given to providing servicesto
disabled public safety officers disabled in the line of duty. The requirement that public safety
officers receive preference is no longer contained in the federal Rehabilitation Act regulations
and 34 CFR 8361.36(d)(2) specifically prohibits this factor.
