Mrs. Duncan shared that staff recommends approval for: ABC
Contractors Licensia Inc. as a New Provider with one course being
Contractor pre-license education in the classroom setting.

as recommended by staff.

Trisha L Henshaw, Executive Director, Board for Waterworks & SDS
Wastewater Works Operators and Onsite Sewage System Qualified
Professionals (WWWOOSSP) addressed the Board with a request for Individuals

the Board for Contractors to amend its current requirements for the Guidance
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Qualified Individual on licenses holding the SDS specialty.

New regulations, promulgated by WWWOOSSP, have separated the
licensing of On-Site Sewage Professionals into journeyman and master
categories. WWWOOSSP has requested that the Board for Contractors
require the Qualified Individual of a licensee holding the SDS specialty
hold a valid master installer license, one of the newly created levels of
licensure. This would bring it to the same level of regulation as trade-
related specialties, resulting in consistent licensure requirements for
contractor licensees.

After discussion, Mr. Redifer offered a motion seconded by Mr. Trenary
to require that the Board adopt the request of WWWOOSSP and require
the Qualified Individual of a Contractor’s License holding the SDS
specialty obtain and maintain a valid master installer license. The
effective date of this requirement will be January 1, 2018.

The motion passed with a unanimous vote. Members voting yes were:
Ayres, Bynum-Coleman, Dyer, Hux, Magruder, Pace, Oliver, Tomlin,
Trenary, and Redifer. David Giesen, H. Bailey Dowdy, Middleton,
O’Dell, and Mitchell, were absent.

Eric Olson updated the Board on remedial education statistics and
provided a sampling of comments received from participants regarding
course content, scheduling, and desire that the remedial education class
be used in place of the pre-license education class. No action was
required by the Board.

Eric Olson updated the Board on legislation that became effective on
July 1%t This included the addition of a new board member and the
changing of the quorum to nine. As the new board member has yet to
be appointed this will place an increased level of responsibility on the
Board to ensure that attendance is adequate to conduct business. It will
now take nine votes to impose a sanction on a licensee instead of eight
which, when coupled with the recusing of participants in the
investigation or informal fact finding conference, can require a minimum
of 11 or 12 board members to vote. No action was required by the
Board.

Eric Olson reported on the proposed regulations that would add drug
lab remediators as a specialty to the current regulations. The public
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comment period has ended and there have been no comments
received. Staff recommends that the Board adopt the regulations as
final.

After discussion Mr. Oliver offered a motion seconded by Ms. Bynum-
Coleman for the Board to adopt the regulations as final.
