Mr. Quesenberry asked if there was any public comment. Public Comment 
  
Mr. Matt England, Master Esthetics Instructor at LAT, Inc./Institute of 
Advanced Medical Esthetics, addressed the Board on the topic of training hours 
for Estheticians, Master Estheticians, and Esthetician/Master Esthetician 
Apprentices. Mr. England made a recommendation that the Board consider 
increasing the training hours. The Board took Mr. England’s remarks under 
consideration. 
 
Ms. Martina Murray, Department of Veterans Services, addressed the Board on 
the topic of transferring school hours between vocational schools and private, 
non-accredited schools. The Board indicated that the policy and Guidance 
Document regarding transfer students is an item on the Agenda for today, and 
took Ms. Murray’s remarks under advisement. 
 
Mr. Thomas Sliger, a salon owner, addressed the Board on the topic of 
microblading curriculum in permanent cosmetic tattoo schools and the Board’s 
guidance that microblading with the use of a blade is outside the scope of 
practice for Board licensure. The Board advised Mr. Sliger that a Guidance 
Document related, in part, to the subject of microblading is an item on the 
Agenda for today, and took Mr. Sliger’s remarks under consideration. 
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Ms. LaFarn Burton, of LB Beauty Academy, addressed the Board on the topic 
of school accreditation and student transfers. The Board took Ms. Burton’s 
remarks under advisement. 
 
Ms. Azita Shafazand, of The Skin Care Center, addressed the Board regarding 
regulations related to microblading, and asked that the Board consider 
permitting students with microblading training hours obtained outside of a 
licensed school be considered for transfer to a permanent cosmetic tattoo school 
program. Ms. Shafazand also asked the Board to consider why a separate 
waxing program could be a program addition to an existing cosmetology 
school, but not to a licensed esthetics school. The Board took Ms. Shafazand’s 
remarks under advisement.
