Current regulations require that Virginia Department of Agriculture and Carsum
Services (VDACS) regional staff report any instances of cattteatkadiagnosed with
brucellosis to VDACS'’ central office. Current regulations also require nergns, or other
vaccinating entities, to report all brucellosis vaccinations of calves toafeeveterinarian.
Although these regulations are currently silent on how disease and vaxciegorts must be
filed, and no instances of this disease have had to be reported in the state irysexgrdie

state veterinarian does currently accept electronically filed refportsccinations.

The Board proposes to update these regulations so that electronic filingaglgxpl
allowed. Because electronic reports are already accepted, neitA€S/bor the state
veterinarian is likely to incur any costs on account of this regulatory changgeested
individuals who may not have known that reports could be filed electronically wifibé&om

the clarity that the proposed language will add to these regulations.
