Mr. Matt England, Master Esthetics Instructor at LAT, Inc./Institute of
Advanced Medical Esthetics, regarding the transition to the National-Interstate
Council of State Boards of Cosmetology (NIC) exams under Professional
Credential Services, noting that the NIC exams allow for the use of a
mannequin head or live model, depending on the state, and suggesting that the
Board consider the use of mannequin heads only. Mr. England also spoke with
the Board on the topic of the waxing portion of the practical exam and the use
of hard wax vs. simulated soft wax. Additionally, Mr. England asked the Board
to consider omitting make-up application from the esthetician practical exam.
The Board took Mr. England’s comments under advisement.

Ms. Christine Werne, of the Chrysm Institute of Esthetics, reiterated Mr.
England’s comments and concerns, and further addressed the Board on the topic
of location, referring specifically to the Chrysm Institute’s physical location and
layout. Mr. Melis indicated that this issue is an agenda item for discussion by
the Board later in the meeting, and the Board took Ms. Werne’s comments
under advisement.

Examinations
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Mr. Kirschner reported to the Board regarding passing examination rates, which
he reported were down from the last report, with the exception of barber and
tattoo exam scores, which have improved.

Mr. Melis advised the Board that Prometric would begin administering theory
examinations, through the new examination vendor, Professional Credential
Services, Inc. (PCS), beginning January 2, 2017, with an anticipated start date
of February 6, 2016 for practical examinations. Mr. Melis requested that Ms.
LaPierre and Mr. Quesenberry continue to consult with staff and PCS during
the transition, to which they both agreed. Ms. Tsamouras suggested that a
barber representative from the Board should also provide consultation. Mr.
Minor agreed to provide consultation as part of the transition.

Mr. Kirschner advised the Board that the Esthetics Regulations have been
approved by the Governor, and that a Public Comment Period would take place
from December 12, 2016 to January 12, 2017. The regulations will become
effective after this public comment period.

Mr. Kirschner further reported that the Barbers and Cosmetology Regulations
were currently in the Governor’s Office for approval.

Mr. Kirschner reported to the Board on his recent attendance at the Annual
Conference of the National-Interstate Council of State Boards of Cosmetology
Inc. (NIC), held in Tampa, Florida in late September 2016. Topics discussed by
the participants included the state of the industry, regulatory trends, model laws,
and best practices for infection control. Also included in the discussions were
the regulation of dry bars, eyelash extensions only, and non-chemical barbering.
Mr. Kirschner informed the Board that Virginia staff will participate in a group
considering uniform curriculum and training hours.

Mr. Kirschner advised the Board that staff has been reviewing the best way to
update the Standards of Apprenticeship to reflect the new expiration of the
apprenticeship licenses approved at the August 8, 2016 Board meeting. Mr.
Kirschner indicated that more study by staff will be required.

Mr. Melis advised the Board that staff will be working in the coming months
with the Department of Labor and Industry (DOLI), and its Apprenticeship
Division Director, Patricia Morrison, to review the possibility of DOLI
administering the tattoo and body-piercer apprenticeships.

Mr. Melis provided in-service training for the Board members, which included
an overview of Licensing IFFs and the Criminal History matrix, as well as an
outline of the new Post-Adjudication and Licensing section (PAL), led by
Jessica Eldridge, as Presiding Officer, and the Board’s role in reviewing
licensing cases.

There being no further business to be brought before the Board, Mr.
Quesenberry adjourned the meeting at 12:25 p.m.
