Mr. Copeland provided a brief presentation on the Board’s licensing process. As of
January 20 the board issued 48% of Class A licenses, 52% of Class B licenses and 45%
of the truck decals. The total of credentials and licenses issued were at 11%.

Discussion of Pending Legislation:

HB1724 has yet to be presented in the House. HB 997 was reported by the Senate
Transportation Committee 7 to 4. Other bills involving BTRO were HB 2169, HB 2276,
HB 2505 and HB 1449

Mr. Copeland reported that substitute language was bring written for HB 1747 and HB
2169. The substitutes will be presented next week.

SB 1404 the bill that prevents the Board of establishing public safety regulations, was
discussed by the Board.
