To be licensed for the practice of funeral services, a person
shall (i) be at least eighteen years of age; (ii) not have been
convicted of a felony; (iii) hold a high school diploma or its
equivalent; (iv) have completed notess—than—eighteen
resident—trainee; (v) have graduated from a school of
mortuary science or funeral service approved by the Board,;
and (vi) have passed the examination for licensure.

At least sixty days prior to the expiration of a license, the
Board shall mail to each person licensed to practice funeral
service, embalming or funeral directing a printed form to be
completed and returned to the Board together with the
prescribed fee. The license of any person who does not
return the completed form prior to the date of expiration
