Remove current exception for the youth deer hunting day in Fairfax, Loudoun, and
Prince William counties, making the youth day open statewide

Rationale
Establish a statewide youth deer hunting day
Increase youth deer hunting opportunity and recruitment

4 VAC 15-90-70- Game: Deer: Bow and arrow hunting.

Summary

Rationale

and manage an elk population and is consistent with other state elk restoration
programs.

The monitoring of wild elk for disease is essential to elk management.
The regulation amendments will result in more complete and timely subrsisdion
biological material for disease testing.

Development of Objectives

Staff has proposed population management objectives to meet a Cultuyaigar
Capacity (CCC) balance in each of the bear management zones.

Public values provide the foundation for determining the CCC and the resulting
population objectives in each zone. Public values were developed by diverse grou
of bear stakeholders currently involved in the revision of the plan.

The objectives are based on these public values and other avaitdiplieal
information.
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Population objectives are not necessarily related to the currenafioputends or
even the relative population size. Instead, they are intended to sirfigty ae
balanced assessment of the zone-wide CCC.

Trash is one of the most cited items that attract bears around homes arddassin the
Commonwealth.

Quicker response and removal of the attractant leads to a morng isalution of the
problem and reduces the opportunity for negative interactions betweasrabhdgeople.

4 VAC 15-240-100pen season; generally.

Summary
Uniformly open and close the December segment of the fall season on the Monday
nearest Dec 2 through the last Saturday in December.

Establish a January segment of the fall turkey season begihrisgdond Saturday in
January and continuing for 12 hunting days.

Rationale
Simplifies regulations.
Increase fall turkey hunting opportunities.
Stimulates hunter recruitment and retention

4 VAC 15-240-20 Open season; certain counties and areas; Saturday prior to the last
Monday in October and for 11 hunting days following, and on Thanksgiving Day.

Summary
Remove 7 counties and the City of Suffolk from the 2 week fall seasomvthée
added to the 4 week season.
Remove Buchanan county from the 2 week season it will have a 6 week season.
Add 11 counties to this section which will shorten their fall season from Kswe
weeks.

Rationale
Increase turkey hunting opportunities in areas with high turkey densities.
Reduce season in west central counties showing declines over 10 yeadvr peri
Public has expressed concerns about low turkey densities in these areas.

Summary
The recommendation is to add 7 eastern counties and the City of Suffolk to
the 4-week fall season which will add 2 additional weeks of fall hunting.

Rationale
Counties have high turkey populations.
Interest in fall hunting in the region is apparently low as evidenced by
the low fall harvests.
Adding 2 additional weeks of fall hunting is biologically sound and will
provide for increased hunter recruitment and retention opportunities

4 VAC 15-240-81 Game: Turkey: Validating tags and checking turkey by ligesee.

Summary
Establish the option to check a fall turkey killed prior to the Januaryeset of the fall
season using the telephone or internet.
Require that turkeys killed during the January segment of the fatlrsez only be
checked using the telephone or internet.

Rationale
The option to check by phone or internet will provide hunters greater convenience.
Requiring checking by phone or internet during January is necessary as checkbooks
are collected at the end of the regular deer and turkey season.

Summary

Rationale
Current language leaves room for interpretation on whether a tragipigitigan be
transported
The recommended language makes it explicit that rabbits trapped tandp®orted
Insures that rabbits being transported cannot be released onto the lanathef without
permission.

4 VAC 15-230-21- Game: Squirrel: Spring season for gray and red squirrels.

Summary
Establishes the June squirrel season statewide except on Natiastll&ods

Rationale
Removes complexity of establishing public lands open to the June squasehsevery
two years.
Allows public land entities who want to have the season to do so without waititige
next regulation cycle.
Areas open to June squirrel hunting will be identified in the annual huetjudptions
digest to eliminate confusion among sportsmen.

4 VAC 15-230-61- Game: Squirrel: Spring season for fox squirrels.

Summary
Establishes the June fox squirrel season on all lands where fox Isqaiieréegal to

Rationale
Allows all public land entities in areas open to the regular fox sqeeasdon who
would want to have a June fox squirrel season to do so without having tomwait f
the next regulations cycle.

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Trapping

4 VAC 15-40-200- Game: In general: Restricted use of above ground body-gripping trap
in excess of five inches.

Summary
Increase the maximum size of body-gripping traps from 642" to 742" jaw sprdad tha
can be used within trap enclosures.
Rationale
Trappers requested the use of the larger 220 size Conibear (7" ietelipmithin
boxed enclosures.

Most trappers already own Conibears of this size and they are morg readil
available.

The dimensions of the restricted entrance to the enclosure would réasme.

Furbearer

4 VAC 15-40-275 Game: In general: Sale of Furbearer parts. (new section)

Summary
Allow parts of legally taken furbearers to be sold at any time to faledethat are
permitted by the department.

Rationale
Trappers have requested clarification of the law on the sale of péetaby taken
furbearers.
The marketability of specific furbearer parts has increased in reeard.
Trappers would like to supplement their trapping income by selling adalitparts
from harvested animals that would otherwise go to waste.

4 VAC 15-170-20- Game: Otter: Open season for trapping in counties east of thHglue
Ridge Mountains.

Summary
Combine east and west of the Blue Ridge otter regulations
Remove requirement for carcass checking.
Retain season bag limit of 2 otters per trapper per season wesBhi¢hridge.

Rationale
Combine otter regulations since season dates are the same statewide.
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Remove the carcass collection requirement since biological sengaals have largely
been met.

Maintain the 2 otter per trapper season bag limit west of the Blue Ritd 5 years of
population data from carcass collections can be completely analyzed.

Establish a continuous open season for chasing raccoons statewide, except on
department lands west of the Blue Ridge Mountains and on National Farkst la
Expand the area of department lands west of the Blue Ridge Mountains and
National Forest lands where raccoon chase is allowed during the bear famind t
season.

Rationale
Raccoon hunters in western Virginia have expressed interest in teecggportunities
afforded those in the eastern portion of the state.
Raccoon hunters also have requested that additional areas of Natiesaldts
with a bear hound training season also be opened for raccoon chase duringettosl.
No biological impacts to raccoons are expected as a result of thesegpropos
changes.

4 VAC 15-210-20- Game: Raccoon: Open season; counties west of Route 29; possession
certain devices unlawful.

Summary
Repeal this section.

Rationale
This regulation will no longer be necessary since staff is recomngaditatewide
raccoon chase season and special restrictions for department and|¥atiesialands in
western Virginia are incorporated into recommended changes to 4 VAC 18210
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Waterfowl

4 VAC 15-260-90- Game: Waterfowl and Waterfowl Blinds: Blinds prohibited in sections
of Accomack County

Summary

Allow public waterfowl hunting from floating blinds in waters adjacertht® Saxis
Wildlife Management Area

Clarify language describing the area in Michael Marsh closed
to waterfowl hunting.

Rationale

Waterfowl hunters have requested opening previously closed bodies ofmsgarduck
and other float blind waterfowl! hunting.

Opening this area to floating blinds will provide more opportunitieptdbtic waterfowl
hunting.

Clarifying language is needed to identify area of Michael Maissed to waterfowl
hunting.

4 VAC 15-260-180- Game: Waterfowl and Waterfow! Blinds: Tundra swan hunting permi.
(new section)

Summary
The recommendation is to establish a regulation that requires & fmehuant tundra
swans.

Rationale
Establishing the recommended regulation would more clearly defineghieerment of a
tundra swan permit.

Will enhance the enforcement and prosecution of permit violations

General Regulations

4 VAC 15-30-50- Definitions and Miscellaneous: Importation, possession, sale etc., of
animals: possession, transportation, and release of wildlife by authized persons.

Summary

Authorize animal shelters or similar facilities to temporarilysess, confine, and
euthanize certain wildlife.

Provides provisions by which certain wildlife can be transported to asimalers by the
public.
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Provides provisions for non-wildlife agencies and private contsitbaassist with
pickup, transport, and disposal of road-killed wildlife.

Rationale
County and city animal control officers can legally euthanize certddgtifeinot clear if
animal shelters contracted by animal control could do the same.

Current regulation does not specifically allow the public to transpluttifes legally
to animal shelters.

Provisions are needed to allow non wildlife agencies and private congracessist
in picking up and disposal of road killed wildlife.

4 VAC 15-40-285 Game: In general: Unauthorized feeding of wildlife. (new séion)

Summary
Prohibit the feeding or attracting of wildlife when it causes propertyadanrendangers
people, or creates a public health concern

Rationale
Currently, there is no legal recourse for individuals who experiemnpegy damage
caused by neighbors who intentionally or unintentionally feed or attradifevild

In some cases, feeding of wildlife has also created a public healtbra (i.e.
concentrating numbers of rabies-vector species like raccoons).

This regulation would provide the Department with the necessary reesestrict
wildlife feeding (or attraction) that creates a public concern.

The Chairman called for questions from the Board before hearing public cormimer@hairman
thanked Mr. Ellis for his presentation.

Mr. Clarke spoke regarding VAC15-90-23regarding youth being required to wear blaze orange
during youth deer hunting days in Fairfax County. Can anybody hunt with fire arms? Bir. Elli
responded that they could. Mr. Clarke stated that he was aware therpmasian for the use

of fire arms and wanted to know if anybody was exercising this provision. Nérré&dponded

the provision was being used. Mr. Clarke confirmed that it was necessaigsoo wear blaze
orange. The staff agreed.

Mr. Montgomery spoke regarding the Elk Regulaii@rvAC 15-90-85)and asked how many elk
were harvested this year from the 3 counties where the proposed closedatkveeald take
effect. In Wise County 4 were taken; Tazewell County 1 taken; Lee Cahuaken, for a total of
6 taken.

Mr. Colgate spoke regardirgVAC 15-90-293which deals with Chronic Wasting Disease
(CWD). Is there any concern the language might be too permissive in tryiag thsiad of the
CWD curve? Also, is there any thought of widening the area? Mr. Etedshe believed the
recommendation follows that of what most other states have adopted astive pfavhere
CWD is identified in a containment area - importation is limited fromahed. Mr. Ellis does
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not see an increased concern about getting CWD by allowing importation fremacths. The
staff will continue to monitor the carcasses and if additional problese, ataff will make the
needed changes to the regulation.

Ms. Pollard spoke regardifgVAC 15-90-293 Just to follow-up on the discussion, for her
personal information. Is Hampshire County, West Virginia the only counbeindntainment
area. Mr. Ellis stated that was correct. One case has beenédeintiffardy County and the
staff will be meeting with staff in West Virginia to see if thisdbity will be included in the
containment area.

Mr. Clarke spoke regarding the Turkey Season in Decei&C 15-240-31.Why is it set as
the first Monday in December vs. the first Saturday closest tonilsEre?2nd? Mr. Ellis called on
Mr. Godfrey. Mr. Godfrey stated that having the season open on the fusi&atlosest to
December 2nd was the original idea, however, staff identified that itvewelrlap the end of the
deer season in the western part of the state which would affegeanlamber of hunters looking
to harvest turkeys during this period of time. There were lots of biolagpcalerns. This option
seemed to be the best.

Mr. Burton spoke regarding VAC 15-240-31. Can the season be adjusted to the Saturday,
Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday leading up to Thanksgiving so that turkeys cavelséedaor
Thanksgiving Day? Mr. Ellis stated that would add another day that wouldyviee deer
season. Mr. Ellis said the staff would continue to look at the option.

Mr. Yates spoke on turkeys. He noticed that Buchanan County was added inemjtimevthat
has a six week season. Mr. Ellis stated that by adding Buchanan County iptoufhg@rovides
extra opportunities for hunters in the area.

The Chairman asked Mr. Yates if he would like to speak regarding elk. Ms ¥tated that he
did.

Mr. Yates stated that he liked the idea of an Elk ConservationpStaenis not sure of the
process and what there is to gain financially, but he would suggest the Boaidkc the idea.
Mr. Ellis stated it would work similarly to that of the former voluntaryldsamp.

The Chairman stated he agreed with the merit of the idea, but singelitriary, the Chairman
stated he was not sure that it had to be in a regulation format. Mr. Ryan Btated that since it
was voluntary it did not necessarily have to be in a regulation formatH&zel asked staff to
follow-up on the process and report back at the next Board meeting.

Mr. Montgomery stated with regards to the voluntary duck stamp it waseosal until it
generated some interest. Mr. Montgomery suggested that if the Boardstwos®ve forward
with the voluntary Elk Conservation Stamp, the program should follow thergxggtbgrams so
we are able to minimize the cost. Mr. Montgomery stated the stamp shbbuidder the Board's
guidance.

Mr. Montgomery also wanted to know under the current moratorium for elk, wites aptimal

plan to begin hunting in the 3 counties? Mr. Ellis stated they are looking &skpon the ground
beginning next spring (2012). More than likely hunting would begin four years fronsprixg.
A discussion was held on reducing the harvest by Mr. Montgomery and Mr. Ellis.
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Mr. Turner spoke on whether the Board would have the opportunity to comarhokake
changes to the recommendations.

If the carcassiisaltdinded, the game
check card must be securely attached to the carcass. If a spring-séasoegarted

using the automated harvest reporting system, no check card is required astheng a
hunter who killed the animal is in possession of the carcass. If the automated harvest
reported spring carcass is left unattended or transferred to the possessiohesf anot
individual, written documentation including the successful hunter's full name, the date the
animal was killed, and the confirmation number must be created and kept in possession
with the carcass until the carcass is processed. If the carcassiislidinded, this

written documentation must be securely attached to the carcass.

C. It shall be unlawful for any person to destroy the identity of the sex of &mytur
killed unless and until the license tag is validated (notched) and checked asdréguir
this section. Any turkey found in the possession of any person without a validated
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(notched) license tag or documentation that the turkey has been checked (viamaebig ga
check station or the automated harvest reporting system) as requireddgctius shall
be forfeited to the Commonwealth to be disposed of as provided by law.

Rationale:

The Virginia Bear Hunters Association came to the February 27, 2009 Boardgneeti

with a recommendation to establish a special bear hunting license. The Boar@gropos
establishing a special bear hunting license to obtain public discussion on the issue. The
specific reference to the special license to hunt bear, deer, and turkey needs to be
amended to reflect the proposal to establish a special bear hunting license.
