In open session at 2:20 p.m., Mr. Hazel certified, seconded by Ms. Crumley, passed
unanimously in a show of handsvote, that wher eas the Search Committee of the
Board of Game and Inland Fisheries had convened a closed meeting on this date
pursuant to an affirmative recorded vote and in accor dance with the provisions of
the Virginia Freedom of Information Act, and whereas § 2.2-3712.D of the Code
requiresa certification by this Committee that such closed meeting was conducted
in confor mity with Virginia law; now, therefore, beit resolved that the Search
Committee of the Board of Game and Inland Fisheries hereby certifiesthat (i) tothe
best of each member’s knowledge, only public business matters lawfully exempted
from open meeting requirements by Virginia law wer e discussed in the closed
meeting to which this certification resolution applies, and (ii) only such public
business matters as wer e identified in the motion convening the closed meeting were
heard, discussed on consider ed by the Search Committee.

The Committee agreed that it would schedule a meeting on September 10, 2006,
beginning at 8:00 a.m. to conduct itsfirst round of interviews, and it agreed that it would
