Policy Office. Mr. Calhoun reported that a quorum was present
for the meeting.

Energy Building Inspector and Commercial Energy Plans
Examiner.

Mr. Calhoun provided an update on regulatory amendments
adopted by the Board during the July"2Beeting. Mr. Calhoun
reported that the amendments to the USBC adding a remediation
protocol for defective drywall became effective on August 29,
2011.

Ms. Dewey reported on the Foreclosure Task Force.DbBsey
also reported on the federal Low Income Housing Tax Credit
program and proposed changes to the qualified allocation plan.

Ms. Elaine Gall provided the report of the Virginia Services
Board.
