The Boards of Nursing and Medicine have amended regulations relating to unprofessional
conduct for nurse practitioners with prescriptive authority to include unauthorized use or
disclosure of confidential information obtained from the Prescription Monitoring Program. Such
aprovision is specified in § 54.1-2525 but not specifically referenced in board regul ations on
standards of practice as grounds for disciplinary action.
