The proposed changes are being made to comply with Chapter 1013, 2003 Acts of the Assembly,
which codified requirements regarding the investigation of child abuse or neglect allegations
against public school personnel. In addition to providing specificity to the investigation
procedures, the legislation requires local departments of social services to develop agreements
with their local schools for how investigations will be conducted.
