Dr. Hayes appeared before the Committee in person in
accordance with a Notice of Informal Conference dated
February 28, 2019, to inquire into allegations that he
may have violated certain laws and regulations
governing veterinary practice in Virginia. The
Committee fully discussed the allegations contained in
the Notice with Dr. Hayes.

Dr. Hillyer moved that the Committee convene a closed
meeting pursuant to § 2.2-3711(A)(27) of the Code for
the purpose of deliberation to reach a decision in the
matter regarding John E. Hayes, DVM. Additionally,
Dr. Hillyer moved that Ms. Moss attend the closed
meeting because her presence in the closed meeting was
deemed necessary and would aid the Committee in its
deliberations. The motion was seconded and carried
unanimously.

Dr. Hillyer moved that the Committee certify that it
heard, discussed or considered only public business
matters lawfully exempted from open meeting
requirements under the Virginia Freedom of
Information Act and only such public business matters
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as were identified in the motion by which the closed
meeting was convened. The motion was seconded and
carried unanimously.

The Committee reconvened in open session pursuant to
§ 2.2-3712(D) of the Code.

Ms. Moss read the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of
Law made by the Committee, and reported the
Committee’s decision to issue a reprimand.

Karras, the Committee voted to accept the Findings of
Fact and Conclusions of Law and decision as read by
Ms. Moss.
