Discussions took place regarding the regulations on Change of License;
Grounds for Denial of Licensure, Denial of Renewal, or Discipline; Random
Chemical Testing; and the duties of the Medical Review Officer.

The Committee reviewed the statutes and discussed a proposed addition to 54.1-
918 and the addition of a branch pilot limited liability statute.

Ms. Nosbisch stated that DPOR is developing its legislative package for the
Administration to consider for the 2024 General Assembly session and the
information is due by May 26, 2023 for consideration. Mr. Coleman stated
the Committee will present statutory changes to the Board at its meeting on
June 12, 2023. He asked that staff inform the Director of DPOR that the
Board for Branch Pilots will provide its suggested statutory changes after the
meeting on June 12, 2023.

Mr. Coberly provided information on branch pilot limited liability statutes.

The Committee agreed by consensus to present the proposed changes to the
regulations and statutes to the next Board meeting on June 12, 2023.
