This action amends 18VAC112-20-26 to remove a limitation that agency subordinates be used only for
disciplinary matters, consistent with the passage of Ch. 191 of the 2023 Acts of Assembly. This change
will allow boards that use agency subordinates to employ those agency subordinates to hear credentials,
or applications, cases as well as disciplinary cases.

On February 22, 2024, the Board of Physical Therapy amended the Regulations Governing the Practice
of Physical Therapy.

The impetus for this action is the passage of Ch. 191 of the 2023 Acts of Assembly, which statutory
amendment allows regulatory boards of the Department of Health Professions to use agency
subordinates to hear credentials cases at the informal fact-finding level. This action is noncontroversial
because it is conforming to statutory change and will lead to faster adjudication of applicant cases.

Regulations of the Board of Physical Therapy are promulgated under the general authority of Chapter 24
of Title 54.1 of the Code of Virginia. Virginia Code § 54.1-2400(6) specifically states that the general
powers and duties of health regulatory boards shall be “[tjo promulgate regulations in accordance with the
Administrative Process Act (§ 2.2-4000 et seq.) that are reasonable and necessary to administer
effectively the regulatory system.”

The existing regulation mirrored the previous statutory language, which included a statement that limited
boards delegation to agency subordinates to those cases for which a probable cause determination had
been made in a disciplinary manner. Without removing this language, agency subordinates cannot hear
credentials cases. Without the amendment, applicants must wait for an informal conference committee to
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convene and hear the matter. This delays the entry of qualified practitioners with nonroutine applications
from entering the workforce. Allowing agency subordinates to hear these matters expedites the review
process, getting practitioners into the workforce faster.

The amendment deletes the phrase “upon determination that probable cause exists that a practitioner
may be subject to disciplinary action.” This change is consistent with the change codified by Ch. 191 of
the 2023 Acts of Assembly.

Subsection A is amended to delete “upon
determination that probable cause exists that a
practitioner may be subject to a disciplinary action.”
This deletion is consistent with language deleted from
Virginia Code § 54.1-2400(10) in Ch. 191 of the 2023
Acts of Assembly.

This amendment will allow boards of the agency to
submit cases to agency subordinates that involve
applicants with nonroutine applications. Currently,
boards may only delegate disciplinary cases to
agency subordinates.
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
