I have reviewed the version of the proposed regulatory action identified above in order to
determine whether the State Board of Education (Board) has the authority to promulgate the
regulation and if the regulation comports with applicable state law.

Pursuant to the Code of 1irginia § 22.1-16, the Board has authority to promulgate regulations
to carry out its statutory powers and duties. In addition, the Board of Education’s authority for
promulgating regulations governing standards for accrediting public schools is found in § 22.1-
253.13:3 of the Code of Virginia.

It is my view that the Board has the authority to propose the regulation as described above,
and that the Board has not exceeded that authority.
