Department of Education Report-Dr. Donna Poland:

would support any revision to the funding formula for the Academic Year
Governor’s Schools. .

e Areview of the final document is planned for the February meeting, and the
group can then vote to submit it to the Virginia Department of Education for their
review.

going forward.

e The Accelerated Content group reviewed and reformatted their section. They
also added clarifications and citations.

e Dr. Poland will review the edits and changes and plans to send out an updated
draft to the group before the winter holiday break.
