Dr. Kesser made a motion to amend 18VAC30-21-70 as presented by fast-track
action to allow agency subordinates to hear credentials cases. The motion was
seconded by Dr. McNichol.

o Initiation of periodic review of public participation guidelines contained in
18VAC30-11.

Dr. Booker made a motion to initiate periodic review of 18VAC30-11 public
participation guidelines. The motion was seconded by Dr. Kesser. The motion
carried unanimously.

o Notice of Intended Regulatory Action to implement the ASLP Compact

Dr. Rose made a motion to adopt the Notice of Intended Regulatory Action to
implement the ASLP Compact to include the following changes:
e Adding definitions consistent with the Compact;
e Setting fees for issuance and renewal of a compact privilege to practice in
Virginia;
e Set requirements to obtain a privilege to practice in Virginia consistent with
Compact requirements;
e Specify that renewal of a Compact privilege is based on adherence to
Compact rules for continued competency;
e Set forth criminal background check requirement for initial licensure;
e Set forth requirements that privilege holders in Virginia must adhere to
Virginia laws and regulations; and
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e Amend disciplinary provisions to ensure Compact privilege holders follow the
same practice rules as Virginia licensees.

The motion was seconded by Dr. Kesser. The motion carried unanimously.

¢ Guidance Document Review

Dr. Kesser made a motion to revise Guidance Document 30-9, Continuing
Education Audits and Sanctioning for Failure to Complete CE as presented.
