Kristie Chamberlain, staff to the Advisory Board, provided an overview of thel@hst Fund

finances. Since its inception in 1998 through November 30, 2007, total revenue into the Fund is
$12,036,625.77. The Trust Fund has actually awarded $14,615,108.30 in grant awards
(including $398,273.32 in administrative services since July 2003 & a new Commissioner
authority award to Brain Injury Association of Virginia in the amount of $141,666.67). The

Fund currently has an obligated balance of $2,578,482.53 (revenue minus grant awards), with an
available balance of $1,438,200.32 (revenue minus expenditures). The current mondgg ave

in fees and interest into the Trust Fund in Fiscal Year (FY) 2008 (began July 1, 2007) is
$105,350.70 per month.
