Additionally, Dr. Butt moved that Ms. Weaver 
and Ms. Lee attend the closed meeting because their presence in 
the closed meeting was deemed necessary and their presence 
would aid the Committee in its deliberations.  The motion was 
seconded and passed.    
 
Dr. Butt moved that the Committee certify that it heard, 
discussed, or considered only public business matters lawfully 
exempted from open meeting requirements under the Virginia 
Freedom of Information Act and only such public business 
matters as were identified in the motion by which the closed 
meeting was convened.
