Practitioner Self-Referral

Dr. Hettler reported that the Committee had met on
December 16, 2005 to review draft recommendations for
an advisory opinion from Vascular & Transplant
Specialists. Dr. Hettler stated that it was the opinion of
the Committee that Vascular did not fall within the
Practitioner Self-Referral Act and presented the advisory
opinion as follows:

1. If aphysician refers a patient to Vascular and then
provides the patient services at VVascular, thereis no
violation of the Act;

2. Vascular does not qualify as part of the referring

physician’s practice group, from which heisreferring
patients;

3. Vascular qualifies as part of the referring physician’s
office practice if he provides or supervises the provision
of health care services to patients on an ongoing basis at
the Vascular facility.

On properly seconded motion by Dr. Hettler, the Board
voted unanimously to accept the recommendations of the
Committee.

Regulatory Research Committee

Dr. Hettler reported that the Committee had reviewed the
issue of expunging minor disciplinary action that did not
involve patient care against licensees. It was noted that

if these same minor infractions occurred today, the
licensee would be afforded a Confidential Consent
Agreement. Additionally, arequest was made to include
the expungement of public information against alicensee
that resulted from an informal conference but was closed
with ano violation.

On properly seconded motion by Dr. Hettler, the Board
voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the
Committee to develop aworkplan regarding
expungement of minor disciplinary action against
licensees.

Enfor cement Committee

Dr. Hettler reported that the Committee had received
updates on the Sanction Reference Study and Agency
Performance. He stated that it appeared that the agency’s
standards could be improved. The Committee also
discussed and recommended afall retreat be held to
focus on the Board' s mission, exchange of Board
information, common goals and specific training in the
subjects of impaired practitioners and sanctions.

Sale of methamphetamine precursor drugs ephedrine and pseudoephedrine; penalty. Provides that
no person shall offer methamphetamine precursor drugs (ephedrine and pseudoephedrine) for retail sale

except from behind the counter or with other comparable restrictions. No more than three packages may

be sold. No more than nine grams may be sold. The seller is also required to record the purchaser's name
and the date of purchase. The purchaser must sign the purchase log. The log may not be revealed except

to law enforcement. A violation of this provision is aClass 1 misdemeanor.

L egidation:

The Board of Pharmacy this year has sought the introduction of two bills. Thefirst, HB 302 isrelated to
registration of non-resident pharmacies. The Board has had difficulty in registering pharmaciesin North
Carolinathat want to do businessin Virginiaas well as several other states because the resident state boards of
pharmacy do not conduct opening and/or routine inspections in atimely manner. The bill establishes that the
inspection must be done within the past 5 yearsin order to be "current” and will allow the Board to accept an
inspection done by another entity acceptable to the Board other than the resident state board. 1t will also allow
the Virginia Board to have its own agent conduct the inspection and make a reasonable charge to cover the cost
of the inspection. HB 937 is the annual rescheduling bill where state drug schedules as well as other sections of
the Drug Control Act are conformed to changes made in federal regulation by the U.S. Drug Enforcement
Administration (DEA). Thisyear's changes relate to changesto allow for electronic ordering of Schedulell
drugs by practitioners and pharmacies, the addition of two new drugs to Schedule IV and V and some changes
in the definition and scheduling of anabolic steroids.

There are anumber of other hills that have been introduced related to the practice of pharmacy or the Drug
Control Act. Several hills have been introduced to modify previous legidation related to the establishment of a
pedigree system to ensure the integrity of prescription drugs through the distribution system. The bills all seek
to remove the pedigree requirement for the "normal™ distribution chain, but differ in how they define normal.
The Board has essentially put its rulemaking process for a pedigree system on hold until the outcome of this
legislative session.

Regulations:

New regulations just went into effect January 11, 2006 which change the default time that a Schedule V1
prescription may be refilled when the prescriber indicates prn refills, from two yearsto oneyear. A prescriber
may extend this time for a period not to exceed two years by so indicating on the prescription.

New regulations, as aresult of a comprehensive review, relating to physicians dispensing will go into effect on
February 22, 2006. Numerous changes were made to these regul ations, some to accommodate electronic
prescribing, and some related to the recent change that required minimum competency and registration of
pharmacy technicians.

The Board has also published a notice of periodic review of its main set of regulations. It will begin a
comprehensive review in approximately March 2006.

Michele Easton has resigned from the Board of Pharmacy effective December 31, 2005 as aresult of a
relocation to West Virginia. She has been replaced by Michael Stredler of Virginia Beach.

 TheBoard of Physical Therapy adopted amended regulations allowing the acceptance of other
foreign credentialing firmsfor licensure. Currently the Board of Physical Therapy only accepts
foreign credentialing evaluations by the Foreign Commission on Credentialing of Physical
Therapy.

» TheBoard of Physical Therapy voted to reduce fees and changeitsrenewal datesfrom the
licensee’ s birthday month to December 31% of each even year.

Board of Veterinary Medicine Report to the Board of Health Professions
January 16, 2006

- Since the last BHP meeting in September, the Board of Veterinary Medicine has continued to note an increase
in the number of complaints and facility inspection problems related to drug diversion and potential drug
diversion (i.e., poor drug recordkeeping). At the November 2005 full Board meeting, the Board held a
Questions and Answers Session on Drug I ssues with Enforcement and HPIP staff to better help coordinate
efforts in dealing with these cases.

- Because education and communication is akey to help resolve the problem, the Board will be holding a Panel
Discussion at the annual conference of the VirginiaVeterinary Medical Association in early February to help
educate licensees about this important concern and others such as the Board's periodic review of regulations
which is scheduled to begin this year.

- Among the "other issues’ on the horizon discussed previously with BHP is the practice of human health care
professions (i.e., massage therapy, physical therapy, chiropractic) on animals. Veterinary medicine's scope of
practice is extremely broad, and basically entails all diagnosis, treatment, remediation, relief, etc. pertaining to
animals. But, more and more, other groups, including non-human health care practitioners such as equine
dentists, are becoming involved in animal health care.

- Finally, as discussed at the last BHP meeting, the Board of Veterinary Medicine's staffing is anticipated to
change, beginning July 1, if the agency's budget is approved. A new Executive Director position is being
created to oversee the Board of Long-Term Care Administrators and the Boards of Audiology & Speech-
Language Pathology and Physical Therapy (currently managed by Sandy Reen (who also has Dentistry) and
Elizabeth Y oung, who also has the Board of Funeral Directors & Embalmers). Ms. Y oung will then receive the
Board of Veterinary Medicine from Dr. Carter, who now manages the Boards of Optometry, Health
Professions, aswell as Veterinary Medicine.

BOARD OF MEDICINE REPORT
to the
BOARD OF HEALTH PROFESSIONS

January 17, 2006

. The Board of Medicine s Standards of Professional conduct for all its licensees became effective

October 19, 2005. They have been included in the Board' s newsletter which is now, or will shortly be,
in the mail to 46,000+ licensees.

. The Board licensed its first Certified Professional Midwife in December. Befittingly, the first licensee
was Ledlie Payne, chair of the Advisory Board on Midwifery.

. Atits November 2005 meeting, the Board voted to accept the recommendations of the Ad Hoc
Committee on Laser (Light-based) Hair Removal. The committee will reconvene to draft a guidance
document on this matter.

. The Board' s regulations on Mixing, Diluting and Reconstituting of Drugs for administration in
physicians practices became effective in December 2005. A special newsletter is being drafted to
inform the approximately 33,000 licensees that will be affected by these regs.

. The Board of Medicine has a new citizen member, replacing Carol Comstock of the 7" Congressional
District. The new member is Ann Burks of the 4" Congressional District.



Board of Nursing Report to Board of Health Professions

January 17, 2006

Executive Order 97 - nine temporary registered nurse licenses, four nurse practitioner licenses, one

authorization to prescribe license and one clinical nurse specialist license have been issued. In addition, an
increase in the number of licensesissued by the regular endorsement process has been noted with the initial
state of licensure being Louisiana and Mississippi.

Regulatory Activity — At its November meeting, the Board of Nursing adopted the following regulations:

Final regulations to increase nurse aide fees from $45 to $50 per biennium. These fees will be effective
January 26, 2006.

Nurse Licensure Compact — two additional states have passed legislation to join the NLC. New
Hampshire entered the compact effective January 1, 2006 and South Carolinawill enter the compact
February 1, 2006. They join the following eighteen states; Arizona, Arkansas, Delaware, |daho, lowa,
Maine, Maryland, Mississippi, Nebraska, New Mexico, North Carolina, North Dakota, South Dakota,
Tennessee, Texas, Utah, Virginiaand Wisconsin. Five other states are planning to introduce legislation
this year for aregistered nurse or licensed practical nurse to hold alicense in her primary compact state
of residence and practice under amulti state privilege in the other compact states.

Regulations governing the practice of nursing (Chapter 20) and regulations governing the practice of
nurse aides (Chapter 25).

Regulations governing the practice of nurse practitioners (18 VAC 90-30-80) and to promulgate the
amendments under afast track action. These regulations address provisional licensure.

Regulation of medication aides — The Board approved the interim progress report to the Committees of
the General Assembly.

Sanction Reference Study — The Board of Nursing continues to participate in sanction reference study

development phase. Neal Kauder and staff have met with the Board of Nursing and the Discipline Committee
reviewing factor analysis and the development of worksheets.

Guidance Document — The Board of Nursing at its September meeting adopted a joint guidance document with

the Department of Health “The Impact of Criminal Convictions on Nursing Licensure and Employment in
Virginia’. Positive feedback has been received from employers and nursing education programs who frequently
have concerns and gquestions about these issues.



Board of Psychology
January 17, 2006

At the January 10, 2006 meeting, the Board reported that renewal fees will probably
Be cut at the next annual renewal, that is, June 30, 2006.

The one time 50% fee reduction for psychologists, the fee will change from $70 to
$35.

At the 2007 renewal, probably the renewal fee will return to $70.
