3 VAC 5-70-20. Proceduresfor handling cider; authorized licensees; containers,
labdls, markup; age limits.

A. The procedures established by regulations of the board for the handling of wine
having an dcohoalic content of not more than 14% by volume shall, with the necessary
change of detail, be applicable to the handling of cider, subject to the following
exceptions and modifications.

B. Licensees authorized to sell beer and wine, or ether, at retail are hereby approved by
the board for the sale of cider and such sdes shdl be made only in accordance with the
age limits st forth below.

C. Containers of cider shdl have a capacity of not less than 12 ounces (375 millilitersif
in ametric-Szed container) nor more than one gdlon (threelitersif in ametric-szed
container).

D. If thelabe of the product is subject to gpprova by the federd government, a copy of
the federd label approva shdl be provided to the board.

E. The markup or profit charged by the board shall be $.08 per liter or fractiona part
thereof.

F. Persons must be 21 years of age or older to purchase or possess cider.

G. The provisions of subsections A. and B.4. of 3 VAC 5-60-20 shall not be applicable to
the sale of cider by wholesale wine licenseesto retail licensees of the Board.
