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Section 4.1-103, subsection 9, of the Code of Virginia, authorizes the Alcoholic Beverage
Control Board to "determine the nature, form and capacity of all containers used for holding
alcoholic beverages to be kept or sold under thistitle, and prescribe the form and content of all
labels and sealsto be placed thereon." Section 4.1-111 authorizes the Board to promulgate
reasonabl e regulations which it deems necessary to carry out the provisions of Title 4.1.

Public comment was received from the Virginia Beer Wholesal ers Association, recommending
the regulation be amended to allow beer to be sold in growlers, reusable containers, by all retail
licensees having the privilege of selling beer for on-and off-premises consumption. The Board
intends to implement this suggestion.

Effectiveness

The goals of thisregulation are:

1. To determine the nature, form and capacity of al containers used for holding alcoholic
beverages, and prescribe the form and content of all 1abels and seals to be placed thereon.

2. To protect consumers of alcoholic beverages from misleading information concerning the
identity or contents of alcoholic beverage products sold in the Commonwealth.

The regulation is effective in achieving the goals. It isessential to protect the health, safety or
welfare of citizens, in that it ensures that alcoholic beverage packaging accurately reflects the
contents, does not contain misleading information, and does not include obscene matter or
representations intended or tending to promote overconsumption of acoholic beverages.

Alternatives

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The current regulation requires the submission to the Board of a certification or a sample for
analysisfor all wine and beer products prior to their salein Virginia. Since the formulation of all
products approved for sale in the United States is approved by the federal Bureau of Alcohal,
Tobacco and Firearms, the Board considered and chose to adopt the alternative of relying on the
federal approval rather than requiring a separate analysis for the purposes of the Commonwealth.
Other aternatives considered and rejected include removing restrictions on the content of beer
and wine labels, and removing restrictions on container sizes or configuration. The Board felt
these restrictions were necessary to prevent misleading information or information which would
tend to promote over-consumption from appearing on alcoholic beverage labels.

Recommendation

The Board recommends that the regulation be amended and retained. Repeal would leave the
public without protection from misleading , obscene, or otherwise improper product labeling.

Substance

Changes that would be implemented include:

In 3 VAC 5-40-20, the requirement for certification or analysis of wine products would be
removed,

In 3 VAC 5-40-40, the use of growlers would be extended to all licensees with the privilege of
selling beer for on-and off-premises consumption;

In 3 VAC 5-40-50, the requirement for certification or analysis of beer products would be
removed, and the provision of subsection D.8. referring to the depiction of any athlete, former
athlete or athletic team on beer labels would be modified to allow such depictions to the extent
they are permitted in point-of-sale advertising under 3 VAC 5-20-10.

Family Impact Statement
