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PART I.
GENERAL PROVISIONS.

18 VAC 125-30-10. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in this chepter shdl have the following meanings,
unless the context clearly indicates otherwise:

“Andllary services’ meanstraining in anger management, stress management, assertiveness,
socid skills, substance abuse avoidance and sex education as part of an identified sex offender
treatment provider program.

"Applicant” means an individua who has submitted a completed application with
documentation and the appropriate fees to be examined for certification as a sex offender treatment
provider.

"Assessment” means using specific techniques of evauation and measurement to collect facts
related to sexudly abusve thoughts and behaviors contributing to sexua offense.

"Board" meansthe Virginia Board of Psychology.

"Certified sex offender treatment provider” means a person who is certified to provide
treatment to sex offenders and who provides such services in accordance with the provisons of 88
54.1-2924.1, 54.1-3005, 54.1-3505, 54.1-3609, 54.1-3610, 54.1-3611, and 54.1- 3705 of the Code
of Virginiaand the regulations promulgated pursuant to these provisons.

"Competency ared’ means an areain which a person possesses knowledge and skills and the
ability to goply themin the dinicd setting.

"Sex offender” means (i) any person who has been adjudicated or convicted of a sex offense
or has afounded child sexud abuse status by the Department of Socid Services, (ii) any person for
whom any court has found sufficient evidence without specific finding of guilt of committing afelony or
misdemeanor which may be reasonably inferred to be sexualy motivated; (iii) any person who admitsto
or acknowledges behavior which would result in adjudication, conviction, or afounded child sexua
abuse status.

"Sex offensg" means behavior in violation of any of the following statutesin the Code of
Virginia: §18.2-48 in part (abduction of any person with intent to defile such person), §18.2-60.3in
part (includes only those instances in which sexua motivation can be reasonably inferred), 818.2-61,
§18.2-63, §18.2-64.1, 818.2-67.1, §18.2-67.2, §18.2-67.2:1, §18.2-67.3, §18.2-67.4, §18.2-67.5,
§18.2-130 in part (includes only those instancesin which sexud motivation can be reasonable inferred),
subsection A of §18.2-361 in part "If any person carndly knowsin any manner any brute anima” and
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subsection B of §18.2-361 in its entirety, §18.2-366, §18.2-370, 8§18.2-370.1, §18.2-374.1 (not to
include plethysmographic testing materids in the possesson of quaified mental health professonas or
technicians), §18.2-387.

"Supervison" means the ongoing process performed by a supervisor who monitorsthe
performance of the person supervised and provides regular documented individua consultation,
guidance and ingtruction with respect to the skills and competencies of the person providing sex
offender treatment services.

"Supervisor' means an individua who assumes full respongbility for the education and training
activities of a person asit relates to sex offender treetment and provides the supervision required by
such aperson. The supervisor saugt shdl be a certified sex offender treatment prowder and Ilcensed by
the Boards of Medicine; Nursing; Counsding H - ;

Fherapists-and-Substance-Abuse-Prefessionas, Psychology or Socid Work.

"Treatment” means thergpeutic intervention to change sexually abusive thoughts and behaviors
which specificaly addresses the occurrence and dynamics of sexud behaviors which specificaly
addresses the occurrence and dynamics of sexud behavior and utilizes specific Strategies to promote
change.

18 VAC 125-30-20. Feesrequired by the board.

A. The board has established the following fees gpplicable to the certification of sex offender treatment
providers.

B. Feesshdl be pad by check or money order made payable to the Treasurer of Virginia and
forwarded to the Board of Psychology. All fees are nonrefundable.

PART II.
REQUIREMENTSFOR CERTIFICATION.
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18 VAC 125-30-30. Prerequisitesto Certification.

B A. Every goplicant for certification by the board shall:
1. Meset the educational requirements prescribed in 18 VAC 125-30-40;
2. Mest the experience requirements prescribed in 18 VAC 125-30-50 and 18 VAC 125-30-60;
3. Submit to the executive director of the board:
a A completed gpplication form;

b. Documented evidence of having fulfilled the education, experience and supervision set
forthin 18 VAC 125-30-40, 18 VAC 125-30-50; and 18 VAC 125-30-60; and

C. Reference letters from three licensed hedth care professionds familiar with and attesting
to the applicant's skills and experience.

€ B. Theboard may certify by endorsement an individual who can document current certification asa
sex offender trestment provider in good standing obtained by standards substantialy equivaent to those
outlined in this chapter as verified by an out-of-gate certifying agency on a board-approved form.

18 VAC 125-30-40. Educational requirements.

An gpplicant for certification as a sex offender treetment provider shdl:

1. Document completion of one of the following degrees.

a A magter'sor doctora degreein socid work, psychology, counsdling, or nursing from a
regionally accredited university;

b. The degree of Doctor of Medicine or Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine from an ingtitution
that is approved by an accrediting agency recognized by the Virginia Board of Medicine; or

c. A comparable degree as acceptable to the board.

Graduates of ingtitutions which are not accredited by an acceptable accrediting agency shdl
edtablish the equivaency of their education to the educationd requirements of the Virginia Boards
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of Socid Work, Psychology,
and-Substance-Abuse Prefessionas Counsding, Nursing or Medlcme

2. Provide documentation of 50 clock hours of training acceptable to the board in the following
aress, with ateast-10 15 clock hoursin each areaidentified in subdivisons aand b of this
subsection, 10 clock hoursin each areaidentified in subdivison ¢ of this subsection, and 5 clock
hours in each areaidentified in subdivisons d and e of this subsection

ba Sex offender assessment;

eb. Sexoffender treatment interventions;

C. Etiology/deve opmentd issues of sex offense behavior;

d. Crimind justice and legd issues related to sexud offending;

e. Program evauation, trestment efficacy and issues related to recidivism of sex offenders,

18 VAC 125-30-50. Experience requir ements; supervision.

A. An applicant for certification as a sex offender trestment provider shdl provide documentation of
having 2,000 hours of post-degree clinicd experiencein the delivery of clinica assessment/trestment
sarvices. At least 200 hours of this experience must be face-to-face treetment and assessment with sex
offender clients.

18 VAC 125-30-60.—Supervision-regui-ement-(Repealed)

A—Hours—After- August-6,-1998; The experience set-forth-ir-18VAC-125-30-50 Sdl dseincude a
minimum of 100 hours of face-to-face supervision within the 2,000 hours experience with a minimum of
sx hours per month. A-maximum-ef-50-hedrs-of-this A minimum of 50 hours shdl be in individud face-
to-face supervison. Face-to-face supervison may-be obtained in a group setting ireluding-dpto shdl
include no more than S traineesin a group.

B. Supervised experience obtained in Virginiawithout prior written board approva shal not be
accepted toward certification. Candidates shdl not begin the experience until after completion of the
required degree as set forth in 18 VAC 125-30-40. An individua who proposes to obtain supervised
post-degree experience in Virginiashal, prior to the onset of such supervison, submit a supervisory
contract dong with the application package and pay the registration of supervison fee set forth in 18
VAC 125-30-20.
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B C. The supervisor

1. The supervisor shdl assume responsihility for the professional activities of the gpplicant.

2. The supervisor shal not provide supervision for activities for which the prospective gpplicant has
not had appropriate education.

3. The supervisor shdl provide supervison only for those sex offender trestment services which he
is qudified to render.

4. At thetime of formd gpplication for certification, the board-approved supervisor shal document
for the board the applicant's total hours of supervison, length of work experience, competencein
sex offender treatment and any needs for additiona supervison or training.

G D.Regidration of supervison:

1. dividualswho-widh In order to register supervision with the board, individuas shal submit in
one package:

a. A completed supervisory contract;
b. Theregigtration fee prescribed in 18 VAC 125-30-20; and
c. Officd graduate transcript.
2. The board may waive the regigtration requirement for individuals who have obtained a
least five years documented work experience in sex offender treatmert in another
jurisdiction.

E. Supervised experience obtained prior to (effective date of these requlations) may be acceptable if
they met the board’ s requirements that were in effect at the time the supervison was rendered.

PART I11.
RENEWAL AND REINSTATEMENT.

18 VAC 125-30-80. Annual renewal of certificate.

A. Every certificate issued by the board shall expire on June 30 of each year.
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B. Along with the renewd gpplication, the certified sex offender treetment provider shdl submit the
renewal fee prescribed in 18 VAC 125-30-20.

C. Cetificate holders shdll natify the board in writing of a change of address within 60 days. Failureto
receive arenewa notice and gpplication form(s) shal not excuse the certified sex offender treatment
provider from the renewa requirement.

18 VAC 125-30-90. Reinstatement.

A. A person whose certificate has expired may renew it within twe-years one year after its expiration
date by paying the renewd fee and the reinrstaterment late renewd fee prescribed in 18 VAC 125-30-
20.

B. A person whose certificate has expired beyond twe-years one year and who wishesto resume
practice shdl:

1. Submit areingtatement gpplication dong with the rerewa-and reingtatement fees and
2. Provide evidence satisfactory to the board of current ability to practice.

3. Submit verificaion of any professond catification or licensure obtained in any other
jurisdiction subsequent to the initid application for cartification.
