Pursuant to § 2.2- 4006 A 6 of the Code of Virginia, the Board of Psychology adopted 

amendments for a one-time fee reduction applicable to the 2020 renewal cycle for licensees and 

certificate holders. The renewal fee reduction is approximately 30% for all professions under 

Psychology, which is a smaller reduction than in 2018.

The Board is acting in accordance with the mandate of 54.1-113 of the Code of Virginia: 

§ 54.1-113. (Effective until July 1, 2022) Regulatory boards to adjust fees; certain transfer of 

moneys collected on behalf of health regulatory boards prohibited. 
A. Following the close of any biennium, when the account for any regulatory board within the 

Department of Professional and Occupational Regulation or the Department of Health 

Professions maintained under § 54.1-308 or 54.1-2505 shows expenses allocated to it for the 

past biennium to be more than 10 percent greater or less than moneys collected on behalf of the 

board, it shall revise the fees levied by it for certification, licensure, registration, or permit and 

renewal thereof so that the fees are sufficient but not excessive to cover expenses.
