Beginning in 1007, Type [ designated helmets
designed to reduce the force of impact
resu%tmg from a blow only to the top of the
head, while Type II designated helmets
designed to reduce the force of impact
resulting from a blow to the top or sides of
the head. Accordingly, if a hazard assessment
indicates that lateral impact to the head is
foreseeable, employers must select Type II
helmets for their employees. To improve
compreheusmn and usefulness, the 1907
revigion also redesignated the electrical-
protective classifications for helmets as
follows: “'Class G—General "; helmets
designed to reduce the danger of contact with
