This regulation was effective in 1980 and prescribes the process school divisions must use when a parent 
or eligible student wishes to challenge information in the student’s education record.

The Code of Virginia, § 22.1-16, vests the Board of Education with the authority to promulgate such 
regulations as may be necessary to carry out its powers and duties and the provisions of Title 22.1.

This regulation should be repealed because the requirements are unnecessary.  The Regulations 
Governing Management of the Student’s Scholastic Record, 8 VAC 20-150, require local school divisions 
to adhere to provisions of the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA). FERPA regulations, at 
34 CFR § 99.21 and § 99.22, require that school divisions provide a hearing when the parent or eligible 
student wants to challenge information in the student’s educational record.  FERPA also includes the 
process that must be followed.  Since school divisions are required to adhere to the board’s regulation 
and to FERPA, this regulation is redundant and unnecessary. 
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Please explain the rationale for using the fast track process in promulgating this regulation.  Please note:  
If an objection to the use of the fast-track process is received within the 60-day public comment period 
from 10 or more persons, any member of the applicable standing committee of either house of the 
General Assembly or of the Joint Commission on Administrative Rules, the agency shall (i) file notice of 
the objection with the Registrar of Regulations for publication in the Virginia Register, and (ii) proceed 
with the normal promulgation process with the initial publication of the fast-track regulation serving as the 
Notice of Intended Regulatory Action.
