Virginia Board of Physical Therapy, hereby ORDERS that the
application for licensure by examination of JoEllen P. Hollingsworth
is APPROVED. Upon successful completion of the appropriate
examination, the Board shall issue Ms. Hollingsworth a license to
practice as a physical therapy assistant contingent upon towifagl
conditions:

1. Ms. Hollingsworth shall provide the Board with a
recent criminal history report on which no convictions other than for
driving-related offenses shall appear.

2. Ms. Hollingsworth shall provide the Board with proof
of entry into the Health Practitioners’ Monitoring Program (“HPMP”).

3. Ms. Hollingsworth shall comply with the requirements
of the HPMP for the period specified by the HPMP.

4. Should she become licensed, Ms. Hollingsworth shall
maintain a course of conduct in her capacity as a physicalpthera
assistant commensurate with the requirements of § 54.1-@4€4.
of the Code and the Board of Physical Therapy Regulations.

5. Any violation of the terms and conditions stated in this
Order shall be reason for revoking the license of Ms. Hollingsworth,
and an administrative proceeding shall be held to decide whether her
license should be revoked. Ms. Hollingsworth shall be noticed to
appear before the Board at such time as the Board is notified that:

a. She is not in compliance with the terms and
conditions of the HPMP, or has been terminated from participation in
the HPMP;

b. There is a pending investigation or unresolved
allegation against her involving a violation of law or regulation or any
term or condition of this Order; or

C. She has successfully completed the above-
referenced period of participation in the HPMP. However, upon
receipt of Ms. Hollingsworth’s participation in and compliance with
the HPMP, the Board, at its discretion, may waive her appearance
before the Board and conduct an administrative review of this matter.
