MEETING MINUTES

Group was encouraged to sign up for the Virginigiatory Town Hall aivww.townhall.virginia.govin order to
keep track of the status of DEQ’s adoption of te25 NSR rule. A brief overview of the regulataygtions for
DEQ in adopting the final PM-2.5 NSR Rule was pdad. These included: 1) an expedited (“fast-trapkbcess
where there is no public interest and the finad isladopted as it is written; adoption estimatebe the end of
2008; 2) some public comments; adoption estimaidzetmid-2009; 3) full process that typically tale8 years
before adoption. Specific information for the rizgory process for adopting rules is containechen€ode of
Virginia Administrative Process Act.

EPA'’s Final Rule for Implementation of the NSR Piarg for PM-2.5 was discussed. The main issues Riste
2.5 applicability (whether or not to include PM-Z&ndensables in the PM-2.5 emissions calculatiand)the
ambient air quality analysis. For calculating PN8-2missions for applicability purposes, three @miwere
identified: 1) include filterable and condensabM-P.5 emissions based on the best science avaalhe time; 2)
continue to use the PM-10 surrogate policy; andsg)filterable PM-2.5 emissions only. The topiteterest
identified for the ambient air quality analysis wéhe inclusion of condensable PM-2.5 emissiorgitifie
emissions and/or secondary emissions in the maglalalysis, background air quality data, and tiusion of
nearby emission sources. Also discussed werettmical issues related to modeling PM-2.5 precugsossions.
Precursor emissions are addressed in the air guatjtonal planning analysis but if there is a @nowith a very
large source, regional PM-2.5 modeling (i.e., CAs@ixurce apportionment modeling) might be an option.
However, impacts from any one particular sourceemional air quality tend to be very small and ‘it the
noise” of the regional models. It was indicatee thle requires that the offsets in a nonattainraese need to
occur in the same nonattainment area.

EPA expects to finalize PM-2.5 significant impaetéls (SILs), increments and significant monitoring
concentrations (SMCs) by the end of 2008. Basetth@proposed rule, the preferred increments ara fiption 1
while there appears to be no specified preferemdieated for the SILs and SMCs. A concern wasththat the
basis for the proposed Class | SILs was not theesasrior Class Il and Class Il SILs.
